A. Capital Fund Project Discussion—Chris Brodnicki and Michael Pritchett updated the Board on the grant for the Decatur Civic Center. The reimbursement funds are continuing to be received from the State in a timely manner and without interruption. The HVAC control system upgrades should be completed by the end of January. There will be a small project associated with the cooling towers for the arena ice rink chillers that will be completed after ice skating season in March.  Staff will be meeting with AEX and Advanced Lighting & Audio in the next week or two.  This will allow them to see the theater equipment and begin the design process.
