A. Discussion of live streaming arena activities.   Mr. Bill Franey; DYHA President, approached the board with a request that the Decatur Civic Center consider entering into an agreement with LiveBarn to provide an “Automated Online Broadcast Service’ in the arena for the Decatur Youth Hockey and other customers of the Decatur Civic Center.   This service would provide the ability to live stream events to customers at no cost to the Decatur Civic Center.  LiveBarn would charge a service fee to any customers that wish to subscribe to this service, for the purpose of watching some events in the facility.  The Civic Center management informed the board that this would require going out for bid and suggested a Request for Proposal would be the best option.  Linda Love made a motion that the Decatur Civic Center go out for bid for this service.  Mike Sotiroff seconded the motion.  The Chairman declared the motion passed.  Mike Sotiroff agreed to help staff develop an RFP for this project.

General Manager’s Report
General Manager, Christopher Brodnicki, submitted his written report for review by the Board.  This report, while not detailed herein, was discussed and will be kept on file.  
Management and the board discussed the new Tier 3 Resurgence Mitigation for Covid-19 (that will begin on November 20, 2020) and how the new restrictions will affect the Decatur Civic Center. 

Christopher updated the board on his efforts to change the status of the outdoor sign from a marquee license to a billboard license through the State of Illinois.
